Housing (Scotland) Bill 2010 ï What it means for local authority and 

housing association tenants. 
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South West Scotland 

The Minister for Housing and Communities, Alex Neil, launched the Housing (Scotland) Bill which was sub-
mitted to Parliament on the 13 January 2010 and is part of the Government’s wider commitment to im-
proving the supply and quality of social housing. 
 
The Bill will improve the value that tenants and taxpayers get from social housing by modernising how 
social housing is regulated. It introduces a Scottish Social Housing Charter (the Charter) which will de-
scribe the outcomes that all landlords should be delivering for their tenants – giving tenants, landlords 
and taxpayers a clear understanding of the purpose of social housing and of the value that it should be 
delivering.  
 
Region 6 Committee responded to the draft Bill consultation between April and August 2009.  In response 
to the concerns and issues that were raised, the Bill has been changed to include:  
 

 A specific reference to safeguarding and promoting the interests of homeless people, as well as 
the interests of tenants, in the modernised Scottish Housing Regulator’s (SHR) objective.  

 
 New duties on the SHR that will place tenants, homeless people and other service users at the 

heart of regulation. These duties will require the SHR to consult representatives of these groups 
about how it operates and to involve them in its work.  They will also require the SHR to make ar-
rangements for tenants to draw to its attention significant performance failures by landlords.    

 
 Promoting equal opportunities by placing a duty on the SHR to encourage equal opportunities 

and requiring social landlords to provide housing services in a way that encourages equal oppor-
tunities. 

 
 A requirement that all bodies that are eligible for registration as social landlords must be non-

profit distributing. 
 
It emphasised that it was committed to making no changes to the RTB entitlements of existing tenants.  
The Government has taken on board responses to its proposals by including three RTB reforms in the Bill.  
These are: 

 Ending the RTB for new supply social housing; 
 Ending the RTB for new tenants entering the social rented sector; and 
 Reforming pressured-area designations.
